SALVAGE

The following article (excerpted)
is an excellent piece on salvage
claims. It was written by Bill
Hemple, Assistant Safety Officer
for the Peace River Power Squad-
ron.

Maritime Law is a tangled mess.
It goes back 500 years and [re-
quires a good maritime attorneye
sort through each individual case. The best advaan give
you is to carry good insurance and let your agestryabout
it. | can however give you a few basics.

For a valid salvage claim to be enforced, theretlamee con-
ditions that must exist. They are:

1. The ship and or its crew must be in immexddite peril.
2. The salver must be voluntary.
3. The salver must be successful in his efforts

Item number one seems to be straightforward, butaility it

is not. If you are in a storm with 10 footers oonm no
power, taking on water faster than your bilge pumgns han-
dle, and you send out a mayday call, you are adidir a sal-
vage claim. If you are aground on a sand bar en€idarlotte
Harbor on a clear sunny day and need someone toyqul
off, it is not a salvage claim. However, if theromercial boat
can't pull you off and needs the assistance ofcars# boat to
do the job; you may have crossed over into a sehca@m.

Another complication is if there are environmensaues. In
today’s climate it is possible to have a salvagentlagainst
you even when the vessel isn’'t in danger if thera potential
environmental spill. A salver may enter a clainaiagt you if
he prevents damage to the environment.

Item two is fairly clear. Any commercial tow sezgior Good
Samaritan may file a claim against you if you arennmedi-
ate peril. The only persons or agencies that car@tthose
whose mission is to save people. This includesiggasuch
as the Coast Guard, local marine patrol or thed@gartment.

Item three means that the salver must have beaessfal in
his efforts. If your boat sinks to the bottom @0lfeet of wa-
ter, the salver has no claim. That is, unlesseffisrts miti-
gated a potential environmental problem. Then lag still
file a claim against you.

One red herring in the legal mess is the few umsdaws per-
sons out there who may file a nuisance claim agaios,
hoping to get a few thousand dollars in an outafrcsettle-
ment. You are particularly vulnerable to this #itrevhen you

are at a distant port.

Some precautions you may take to minimize this
threat include using your own lines in a tow situa-
tion, not letting the Samaritan aboard your vessel,
not offering money to a Samaritan, and under no
conditions let them take the helm of your boat. It
is also a good idea to state up front that “thisas

a salvage situation” and enter the actions taken in
your logbook.

The amount of a salvage claim can vary from a
small percentage of vessel value to full valuee Th
courts will look at the factors in each case foegsi
on issues such as the skill and effort of the sajve
time and expenses the salver encountered, dange
that the salver was subjected to, value of theeshlv
vessel (minus repair costs) and others.
