The first step, after power is lost, is to secure boat’s
position, if at all possible. It doesn’t make atifference
whether wind and current are taking you farther tout
sea or pushing you on shordlothing good can come of
either situation The second step is to use a VHF radio
and even better if it incorporates DSC (Digital €séive
Calling) that can broadcast your position. Themaiy
difference between good anchor gear and a VHF riadio
simple — the radio is a call for help while gooctlaor
gear isself help Both are important for safe boating — a
radio won't keep you off a lee shore, or stop agdaous
drift, and an anchor is useless in deep water.

Running aground is a constant danger when boating i
areas where ‘thin water’ is common. When the lewat
counters the sea bottom and backing off doesn’'tkwor
the first step should be to set a stern anchouch & way
that wind or tide will not drive the boat farther the bar.

If unable to accomplish this job without help, pevk
another boater can get close enough to providstasse
in setting a stern anchor. With luck, perhapsraomming
tide will allow the boat to be kedged or poweretithE
bar. Even if Sea Tow is necessary, the stern areffart
will be worth the trouble.

The requirements for daytime vs. nighttime anclgrin
rigging an anchor for retrieval, etc. will be dissed in
future issues.
