To continue the dialogue in the last Eagle’s Eye, let’s 
look at safety from a different perspective, that of liabil-
ity.  None of us wants to have an accident.  In the event 
of a collision with another craft and a lawsuit resulting, 
someone will likely be assumed at fault either partially or 
fully.  In speaking with an attorney friend, nautical cre-
dentials (education) could be of some value in support of 
a squadron member’s claim of innocence.  Clearly, 
avoidance of a misadventure is the bedrock of the courses 
we offer, and adherence to these rules is necessary at all 
times.  A demonstration of experience and education bol-
sters the defense position that we were either not at fault, 
or did whatever we could to avoid an incident.   
 

In this litigious time, risk avoidance is far better than risk 
defense.  Credentials, from ABC to Navigation courses 
are designed and taught to enable us to avoid trouble.   
 

Our education course season is about over, but we are 
beginning to prepare for next winter - beginning in No-
vember- for a full slate of opportunities.  We will advise 
course offerings In the Eagle’s Eye, the MISPS website, 
and the United States Power Squadron website as soon as 
we finalize them.  Do yourself a favor: sign up.   
 

To sum up – all the courses in the world will not excuse 
poor seamanship.  Many accidents have been avoided 
because of an alert and competent captain.  Knowledge is 
power!

 WATER SAFETY 
 

There are so many things we take 
for granted boating on the water, 
it’s just like jumping in your car 
and heading for the store – NOT! 
Mostly as squadron members our 
boats are equipped with the re-
quired safety gear and we know 
where they are stored and how to 
use them. The annual vessel safety 
check helps to remind us about that 
and it is a good time to take an in-
ventory (beyond the inspection) and think through how to 
use those items and/or consider if they need updating or 
replacement.  
 

One item we all have on board, the marine radio, is often 
used in the course of an outing – communicating with 
companion boats, docking/fueling facilities, etc, and now 
with the enhanced Coast Guard radio capability is a 
greater safety factor then ever. The DSC (Digital Selec-
tive Calling) feature is a true benefit to improving re-
sponse time to emergencies. One situation where the ra-
dio can prove to be indispensable is on the small boat or 
dingy trip. There are too many news reports of boats go-
ing just offshore or in the backwaters that suffer harm or 
causalities because they have no communication. How 
many times have you jumped in your small boat with 
maybe some friends just for a little boat ride, never think-
ing of the need for any safety gear, you’re just going 
right over there, not far away? It does not take much to 
be out of sight of other boaters, whether off the coast or 
in the back canels, and a minor mechanical failure or 
small leak can turn into a real disaster without some com-
munication. The portable radio, water proof or resistant 
and the DSC feature can make the difference, providing 
instant contact to help. It is the item to consider as neces-
sary as the outboard starting tab for all your boat trips. 
This should make the outing less likely from becoming 
another news story.  � �

WISCONSIN DOOR COUNTY CRUISE 
An original article by Lt Charles Gentry, JN 

[part 3 … continued from March’s Eagle’s Eye] 
 
Our next stop was just a short cruise to Big Bay de Noc 
and Fayette, a friendly ghost town.  Cruising to Fayette 
is literally like sailing through a time tunnel into the ro-
bust past of endless hardwood forests, iron smelting and 
wooden ships.  Built in 1867, it was purely and simply a 
company town that had everything needed for pig iron: a 
rich supply of ore, hardwood for charcoal and a natural 
harbor for low-cost shipping.  In about 25 years, the easy 
local hardwood was exhausted, the operation was no 
longer competitive, the furnaces were shut down, the 
jobs left and the town died.  Today, the shell of the place 
remains intact like a full-scale museum and has been 
taken over by the Michigan Park Department.  There are 
no amenities other than guided ranger tours and the same 
stark skyline that greeted seamen serving the cargo ships 
a century ago. 
 

We did meet an interesting couple that had purchased an 
Erie Canal Boat converted to a hybrid complete with so-
lar cells, electric propulsion motor, golf cart batteries 
and a small diesel that could drive the boat about 4 
knots. Their plan was to complete the ‘great circle route’ 
and then write a book.  The boat was hardly suitable for 
anything but canals.  If they survive Lake Michigan and 
the Mississippi tows, they still have to deal with a long 
Gulf of Mexico open water crossing and at very slow 
speed.  I hope in their desire to save the planet they don’t 
require a Coast Guard rescue which will consume more 
fuel in a few hours than they will save in many months. 

All good things must come to an end and towards this 
end, Blue Chip headed for her home port via Frankfort 
and Pentwater, both lovely Michigan ports.  Early morn-
ing in Frankfort reinforced our love of Lake Michigan.  
The cruise lasted for 19 days covering over 700 miles 
and we enjoyed every day.  ��

In January, the VSC team led by Lt Alan Epstein, S made arrangements for 
boat owners to receive required Fire Extinguisher certification for their 
built-in HALON fire suppression systems.  All fire suppression systems 
containing liquefied gas require periodic weighing to ensure a fully 
charged unit.  Pressure gauges indicate the ability to discharge the agent, 
but not the quantity of extinguishing agent.  The cylinder (less bracket) 
must be weighed on at least a semi-annual basis and be replaced if gross 
weight has decreased from the proper weight noted on the cylinder specifi-
cation label. The inspection consisted of the cylinder being removed and 
weighed to insure ample extinguisher agent is present by a certified Fire 
Protection Inspector.  Also, tested was the manual hand release, if in-
stalled, to prove that it is working properly.  Hand held fire extinguishers 
were all checked for packed powder. 

Global Fire truck:  Special arrangements and 
times set for Global Fire’s certified inspector 
to arrive at boat locations.  

We inspected 10 boats and found one with a HALON bottle that was se-
verely rusted that will need to be replaced. (see photos)  Here are a few tips I 
learned from spending a day with Global Fire Inc. ... 
 

If you have an engine fire and your Fire Extinguisher system has released 
HALON: 
 

· Shut  off your engines 
· Shut OFF the engine room ventilation systems 
· Evacuate all persons below deck and in enclosed areas 
· Leave engine room hatch closed for at least 15 minutes (too early and    
      oxygen will reenter and possibly reignite the fire) 
· If you have a dash indicator lamp on your console, verify that the  
      indicator is ON for an OK system on engine start-up. 
· Every six months, shake your hand held dry chemical or tap the bottom 

of the tank and than turn upside down and repeat the tapping to verify 
that the powder inside is not packed.
