The education sessions for the first 
half of 2009 are winding down. The 
students in Advanced Piloting, 
Weather and the first America’s 
Boating Course have taken their final tests. I am pleased 
to report on behalf of the ABC Instructors that all 13 stu-
dents passed. I am sure we will see similar results in the 
other courses. We will be offering an optional class on 
Charting basics for the 13 students on March 17th. I want 
to thank P/Lt/C Jim Olmes for developing a customized 
introduction to Charting for these students. I had the 
privilege of reviewing the new two hour ABC session 
with Jim on March 16th ----this is a home run out of the 
ball park.   

 

We have started a second ABC class slated to run from 
March 16th to the 30th with the optional Charting session 
to be scheduled in early April. The ABC course is now 
being managed by 1st/Lt Cliff Winnings our new Assis-
tant Squadron Education Officer.  Approximately 20 stu-
dents will have taken the new ABC course. We have five 
new MISPS members from the first ABC class. Unfortu-
nately no one has signed up for Seamanship.

Reasons Why  
Inboard/Outboard 
Powerboats Sink   
 

  Inboard/Outboard ( I/O’s) weakest link is the delicate 
connection between the inboard engine and the out-
drive unit, called bellows. 

 The use of bellows or boots — pleated, flexible rub-
ber membranes — that run between the inboard engine 
and partially submerged outdrive to seal the transom 
where cables and shafts pass through have one weak-
ness: a limited lifespan.  Bellows should be inspected 
annually — and more often in hot, sunny climates. 
Any bellows that is over five years old is living on 
borrowed time.  Many boats have more than one bel-
lows (driveshaft, shift cable, exhaust, etc.) any one of 
which has the potential to sink the boat. And if one 
shows wear, they all should be replaced.” 

 

 Here are the top reasons why I/O’s sink: 

 

 At The Dock:  

 #1 (44%): Leaking bellows. A surprising number 
were attributed the small shift cable bellows. 

#2 (23%): Failed below waterline fittings, hose 
clamps, and melted hoses as a result of overheating. 

#3 (15%): Failed above waterline fittings. Heavy rains 
overwhelm cockpit scuppers. 

#4 (11%): Poor docking arrangements: Boats or out-
drives that snag on docks. 

#5 (6%): Uninstalled drain plug. 

#6 (1%): Miscellaneous such as a cracked engine 
block.

Tagliatelle with Vegetable Ribbons 

 2 large zucchini 

2 large carrots 

9 ounces fresh egg Tagliatelle 

4 tablespoons garlic flavored olive oil 

 1) With a vegetable peeler, cut the zucchini and carrots into long thin ribbons.  Bring a large pan of salted water 
to a boil, then add the zucchini and carrot ribbons.  Bring the water back to a boil and boil for 30 seconds. 

2)  Cool the tagliatelle according to directions on the packet.  Drain the pasta and return to the pan.  Add the vege-
table ribbons, garlic flavored oil and seasoning and toss over medium to high heat until the pasta and vegetables 
are glistening with oil.
