My article concerns the great edu-
cational opportunity given our 
members who attend the District 
Conference.  As luck would have 
it, I received the draw of the cards 
(workshops assigned by our Com-
mander) and attended the Safety 
and VSC workshop given by two 
well versed instructors on the 
safety side.  Several common things that should be car-
ried out by everyone was to check the examination of 
the date (on bottom) on your fire extinguisher and 
make sure that the powder in the extinguisher isn’t 
stuck making it unusable (shake at least 2 times a year).   
 

A suggestion, and demonstration, from our speaker to 
put out fires was to move the fire extinguisher from 
side to side while aiming at the base of the fire.  A very 
simple idea, but if you were to use the extinguisher 
aiming directly at the fire it wouldn’t put all of it out.  
Another suggestion was for us to contact our local fire 
department and ask them to show our squadron the 
proper way to fight fires.  
 

At the VSC workshop, the speaker made another sim-
ple but clever idea that all members could adapt and 
use on their boats.  Everyone carries a throw cushion 
on their boat, so if you were trying to save someone in 
the water and you threw the cushion and missed, you 
don’t get a second chance.  But if you purchased some 
floatable polypropylene, tie it to the cushion and then 
secure it to your boat, you could maybe save a life.   

I was impressed with the amount of good common 
sense ideas given by the speakers and I would recom-
mend that as many of our squadron members as possi-
ble attend one of the D22 Conferences in the interest of 
safe boating.       May the road rise up to meet you!  ��

My guest writer for this month is 
our Administrative Officer:  
 

There are so many different 
parts of safety on the water that 
it was hard to pick just one 
topic.  My experiences on the 
water have proven to me that the 
first and most important safety 
tip is boater education.  In the 
near future there will be some 
sort of testing given, or perhaps a 
license, for boaters to operate a 
vessel on all waterways.  Experi-
ence and data show why boating 
classes should be mandatory. 
 

One example is from personal 
experience.  I was on the Marco 
River cruising in my 42-foot ves-
sel when, out of nowhere, boat-
ers in a rental boat steered their 
small vessel directly into my path.  It left me no time 
to reverse my props.  All I could do was spin my 
wheel to port missing his vessel by inches.  As they 
went by on my starboard side, I heard the wife scream 
at the husband, “You should not have done that” 
(maybe not in as nice words). How right she was.  I 
believe if this person had completed our classes on 
safe boating, he would have learned the rules of safe 
boating and not jeopardized two vessels and four lives.  
Education is the key for prevention of serious boating 
accidents and will help maintain safety on our water-
ways.  ��

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At one time there were several ‘stilt homes’, a 
fish house, and the infamous ‘dome house’ on 
Cape Romano.  The Dome House was built in 
1981 by Robert Lee and was a 2,100 sq. ft. multi
-dome structure constructed of concrete and 
steel.  Robert Lee and his wife Margaret lived 
there part-time; he was a geologist from the Mid-
west.  It survived multiple hurricanes, including 
Andrew in 1992, Wilma (was more devastating 
because of its’ direction), and Tropical Storm 
Fay in 2008.  Through the number of storms 
many  mangroves  were   destroyed,   the  sandy

Wilma;  (left) you can see the dome structure slipping into the Gulf of 
Mexico with the salt water lapping at its’ base.    (photo’s by Andy B) 

beaches were severely receded and shifted, stilt homes were 
washed or blown away, yet the extensively damaged dome 
home remains and is a landmark for beach goers, boaters, 
tourists and residents to visit.  Along with the novelty of 
this attraction, this area has beautiful white, powdery sand, 
trees, interesting creatures (fiddler crabs, etc.), and is a well 
known and popular fishing area. 
 

The John Tosto Family Trust purchased the multi-dome 
buildings and land as a private retreat in 2005.  They hope 
to get state and county permits to rebuild as well as build a 
boat dock out into the Gulf of Mexico about 75 feet.  Plans 
are to move the domes and set atop new pilings.  They are 
awaiting permit approval, plus will abide by environmental 
considerations (bird and turtle nests, etc.) and anticipate to 
proceed sometime in 2011.

In boating … a new meaning for 
TGIF  is  “Thank God It Floats” 



After Junior Navigation this course is the second part 
of the study of offshore navigation, further developing 
the student's understanding of celestial navigation the-
ory. This Navigation 2009 course deals with learning 
celestial positioning using other bodies, in addition to 
positioning using the sun (covered in the Junior Navi-
gation course). This course also deals with electronic 
software tools that can be used to plan and execute an 
offshore voyage. You will first learn to reduce these 
sights by the Law of Cosines method. Later in the 
course, you will learn an additional method of sight 
reduction, the Nautical Almanac Sight Reduction 
(NASR) method. You will also learn about sight plan-
ning techniques. With that knowledge, you will have 
the tools to take sights and complete your Navigation 
Sight Folder. The course includes a chapter on using a 
software-based voyage planning tool and a navigation 
program. The final chapter of the course contains a 
Practice Cruise that ties the separate elements of the 
course together.

NAVIGATION 

Piloting is the first course in the sequence of USPS 
courses on navigation, covering the basics of coastal 
and inland navigation. This course focuses on naviga-
tion as it is done on recreational boats today and em-
braces GPS as a primary navigation tool while cover-
ing enough of traditional techniques so the student 
will be able to find his/her way even if their GPS 
fails. The course includes many in-class exercises, de-
veloping the student’s skills through hands-on practice 
and learning. Ten classes normally are scheduled for 
presentation of this course. Topics covered include: 
· Charts and their interpretation 
· Navigation aids and how they point to safe water 
· Plotting courses and determining direction and dis-
tance 
· The mariner’s compass and converting between 
True and Magnetic 
· Use of GPS – typical GPS displays and informa-
tion they provide, setting up waypoints and routes, 
staying on a GPS route. 
· Pre-planning safe courses and entering them into 
the GPS 
· Monitoring progress and determining position by 
both GPS and traditional techniques such as bearings 
and dead reckoning 
· The “Seaman’s Eye” – simple skills for checking 
that one is on course.

The Seamanship course is a first/next step in building 
a foundation for confidence and competence for safe 
and enjoyable boating on the water. It extends the 
knowledge and skills of the boater in handling and 
maneuvering a vessel, either sail or power. The course 
provides a better understanding of how boats behave 
under various conditions including close quarters and 
open water operations. Knowledge and skills are in-
creased in the areas of anchoring, emergencies, rules 
of the road, and marlinspike/basic knots.  Bill Hughes, S
