Planning for the 2009-2010 MISPS 
educational program has already be-
gun. We will be offering the Seaman-
ship course, ably taught by Lt. Bob 
Belliveau, starting on October 19th. 
This last year we had no students sign 
up for the course.  How is that possi-
ble?  Perhaps we had very few mem-
bers who were eligible to take the course. But this is not the 
case this year.  Lt. John Cavanagh informed me as of mid-
May we had approximately 90 active members, including 
some of our recent ABC course graduates,  out of 160 
MISPS members who have not progressed beyond the basic 
public boating course.   
 

 Three of the six basic objectives of the MISPS as shown on 
our web site home page include:

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Boat Operator Certification 
By P/D/C Janet U. Lane, SN 

 
 With the relatively new Boat 
Operator’s Certification (BOC) 
program, USPS certifies mem-
bers at various levels of recrea-
tional boating proficiency.  In 
the US, the United States Coast 
Guard has asked congress to 
authorize the Transportation 
Secretary to establish require-
ments for standards of profi-
ciency for recreational boaters.  We intend to have 
USPS certification accepted as the above proof and be 
accepted as the national certificate for the USA, as well 
as becoming recognized internationally by complying 
with the requirements of UN Resolution 40, Interna-
tional Certificate for the Operation of Pleasure Craft 
(useful when chartering a boat in another country). 
 

 One of the unique aspects of this program is that certifi-
cation will require not only completion of USPS courses 
and seminars, but also demonstrations of both land-
based and on-the-water skills.  There will be four levels 
of certification, each one building on the previous with 
additional courses, seminars, and skill demonstrations 
required.  Some non USPS courses and seminars may be 
required for the higher levels.  Certifiers, Advanced Cer-
tifiers, Master Advanced Certifiers, and Regional Certi-
fiers will assist members in completing the necessary 
requirements for each of the levels.  Ideally we will have 
at least one BOC certifier in each squadron. 
 

 Details about the qualifications to be a certifier or the 
currently available Inland Navigator certification level 
can be found by going to the national website 
(www.usps.org), clicking on “USPS University” (on the 
pull-down menu for the Education Department), and 
then clicking on “Operator Certification”.  You can also 
get additional information from Naples member Jan 
Lane, Regional Certifier for our Southeast Region 
through the Naples Squadron. ��

The affected units were manufactured in Mexico be-
tween October 2007 and April 2008.  Kidde has no re-
cord of injuries due to the affected extinguishers.  
 
All extinguishers have the potential to lose pressure, and 
the gauges on the affected units continue to function and 
will alert you to any pressure loss. Because Kidde is 
concerned with product quality, we are working volun-
tarily with the CPSC to replace those affected extin-
guishers whose gauges are in the red.

Orion Safety Products, manufacturer of the Skyblazer 
hand-launched red aerial flare (“Skyblazer”), previously 
received a report from the field indicating the safety sleeve 
on the Skyblazer may become detached from the launch 
tube body during ignition (see diagram below for visual 
depiction of parts). A Safety Notice and Product Quarantine 
relative to the Skyblazer signal was issued on September 
26, 2008 (the “Safety Notice”) until investigation and test-
ing of the product could be completed. Based on test infor-
mation supplied to the USCG by Orion and an independent 
USCG approved lab, it has been determined that product in 
stock and in the field can be sold and used. The USCG 
product status designation of the Skyblazer product has 
been reissued as a “May Use” classification.  
Since issuing the Safety Notice, Orion has tested hundreds 

of Skyblazer signals from a variety of manufacturing lots 
and determined the product functions as intended without 
injury to the user if the product is held properly in accor-
dance with the use instructions on the product.  Specifi-
cally, the user must hold the Launch Tube Body (not the 
Safety Sleeve alone) tightly in the upper hand during 
launch.                        
 
Anyone with product on their boat should read the revised 
instructions set forth below and print a copy to store with 
their signals.  Orion will supply new labels to any customer 
who contacts Orion customer service at:                         
mcustomerservice@orionsignals.com  
 
Additionally, Orion will make every effort to sticker prod-
uct in the field with new use instructions and a label notify-
ing customers about the change.  Orion will also be work-
ing with retailers and dealers to post notices at checkout 
and supplying new use instruction labels which can be af-
fixed to existing product.
