21-27 May 2011 we celebrate 
national “Safe Boating Week”.  
A perfect time to reflect on Boat-
ing Safely - we just can not take 
anything for granted.  This 
month, I d like to share with you 
a few things that I have learned 
over my limited time in and out 
of the water.  I like to A) fish, B) do short cruises for a 
couple of days  and C) take an occasional day trip to no-
where in particular.  I found that a checklist of necessary 
things-to do, and to take- is more than helpful for each 
outing.  I go through the list with all crew prior to start-
ing the engines. 
 

Some of the things on my list include many things that 
are ‘no-brainers’.  Why? Well, because they are very 
easy to forget. 
 

The first thing I do is check the weather, at least two 
different ways through various media.  Then I just look 
up at the sky, I call it ‘smelling the air’.  I do what my 
gut tells me to do, including aborting a trip that is in 
progress.  I learned that you can be somewhat prepared 
for most emergencies, and can mitigate them somewhat, 
but you have NO CONTROL over the weather. 
 

I then do a review of the cruise plan that I have prepared 
in advance.  Do I have enough information?  Can I un-
derstand it?   Can the crew understand it?  Are there any 
changes that need to be made?  Will we take an alternate 
course?  Side note: The piloting course that we offer 
helped me immensely with this task. 
 

I always leave important information documentation 
about the trip with a responsible person, and with the 
Coast Guard if we are out beyond 30 miles.  Sometimes 
it is as simple as the waypoints (Lat/Lon) that I will be 
visiting.  I also document expected arrival and departure 
times, especially the time range that I anticipate return-
ing home.  (Do a ‘float plan’!) 
 

Ok, next thing is getting the crew informed of where 
your safety gear is stored.  It makes no sense to have all 
the stuff on your list if no one knows where it is!  Same 
goes for fire extinguishers and PFD’s.  If the captain 
‘forgets’ to mention this, it is your duty to ask.  Finally, 
do show-and tell about the electronics that you have. I 
think of it as having a co-captain.

SAFETY OFFICER

The safety article for this May 
issue is authored by Lt David 
Dumas, as he continues to share 
his knowledge and experience 
with us. I am very thankful to 
him.    Troy Miles. 

 

Marine VHF Radio is the cor-
rect choice for your boat be-
cause Channel 16, the distress 
channel is monitored by your 
fellow boaters, the marine patrol, 
commercial vessels and the 
Coast Guard. Everyone in range 
of your channel 16 call will hear 
your message. A mobile phone 
is not a substitute for a marine 
VHF radio, it is a “narrowcast” 
device and only the person you 
call will hear the transmission, if 
they are available. 
 

A Marine VHF radio can be used on a recreational 
vessel without a station or operator’s license, and rec-
reational boaters should normally use channels listed 
as Non-Commercial. Channel 16 is used for distress 
alerting and channel 13 should be used to contact a 
ship when there is danger of collision. All vessels of 
length 20m or greater are required to monitor VHF 
channel 13 in addition to 16 when operating within 
U.S. territorial waters. 
 

Now we have the advantage of DSC, a hailing system 
designed to quickly and efficiently initiate radio com-
munication. It uses channel 70 as its hailing channel, 
and all other use of this channel is prohibited. DSC is a 
coded digital signal which tells the called station who 
you are (your unique ID), where you are (Lat/Lon) and 
description of distress. You can obtain your unique ID 
(MMSI number) from Boat/US and this is a one time 
operation, and only your dealer/distributor can change 
it after issued. After the Distress transmission, the ra-
dio is automatically set to channel 16 at high power to 
listen for and respond to voice replies from Coast 
Guard or other vessels that may have received your 
call. The Distress is resent randomly every 3.5-4.5 
minutes until an acknowledgement is received or the 
call is manually cancelled. If the distress call needs to 
be cancelled, announce that over channel 16. Besides 
Distress calls, you can also make Individual, Group, 
All Ships, Position Request and Received Call.

PFD REQUIREMENTS:  
 

All boats must have a USCG-approved wear-
able (Type I, II, III, or V) life jacket on board 
for each person.  
 

Life jackets must be the appropriate size for 
the person intended. Make sure everyone on 
your boat knows how to use them. Also, 
make sure the jacket fits, appropriate size for 
weight, etc. 
 

In addition to wearable life jackets, boats 16’ 
and over must have a throwable device (Type 
IV) on board. Canoes and kayaks, regardless 
of length, are not required to carry a throw-
able device. A throwable device may not be 
used as a substitute for a wearable device.   
 

Wearable-type life jackets must be “readily 
accessible.” This means they should be 
stowed where they can be easily reached or 
in the open, ready for wear. Type IV 
(throwables) must be “immediately avail-
able,” which means that the PFD shall be 
within arm’s reach of the operator or passen-
ger while the boat is operated. A PFD that is 
sealed in its original packaging is not readily 
accessible or immediately available. � �

Personal flotation devices (PFDs, life jackets, life 
preservers and life vests) are the most important 
piece of equipment on a boat; they are the best 
defense against drowning. Each person in the boat 
must have a wearable, USCG-approved life 
jacket,  NO EXCEPTIONS !  It is highly advisable 
to wear life jackets at all times, especially 
in dangerous conditions.  (Source: PA Boating Handbook)

The Individual call makes a routine DSC call to a spe-
cific station identified by its MMSI number.  The 
Group call sends a transmission received by radios 
sharing a common Group MMSI number. Up to 5 
Group MMSI numbers can be stored and called. 
 

All Ships sends a message to all stations within range 
that you have important information but the situation 
is not serious enough for a Distress call. There are two 
types of ALL Ships calls: Safety for advisory alerts 
and Urgency for assistance when life is not in immedi-
ate danger. 
 

Position Request enables you to request GPS position 
information from any vessel for which an MMSI num-
ber is known.  
 

You can specify the target vessel either by selecting it 
from your MMSI phonebook or by manual entry. You 
can also be requested to send out your position to 
someone else. 
 

Received Call is three separate logs listing all received 
DSC Call types by number and time of call. Entries are 
separated into Distress Log, Call Log for all other 
types and Position Log.  Certain models of DSC radios 
will automatically switch from a working channel to 
channel 16 upon receipt of a DSC distress alert, dis-
tress alert acknowledgment and other DSC calls in 
which a channel number has been designated. A navi-
gation safety hazard may consequently occur if the ra-
dio is being used to maintain a listening watch or to 
communicate on a designated channel.  
 

This could happen without a vessel/radio operator’s 
immediate knowledge and could initiate an unsafe 
condition by which the operators would believe they 
were communicating on a working channel such as 
channel 13 when, in fact, they were actually on chan-
nel 16. In the US, the FCC requires all DSC equipped 
radios certified after 3/25/2009 to provide for disabling 
of this auto-switch feature. 
 

Hope this provides you with a base understanding of 
DSC radio functions and how they can benefit you.  
MISPS offers a VHF/DSC Seminar that explores com-
munication in greater detail.  Check with our Educa-
tion Officer.  ��



A Legend Sails to the Far Shore 
Age 99—70 years of USPS 

… 60 Merit Marks ... 
P/D/C Robert H. Caddoo, Junior, SN 

 
The United States Power Squadrons® has lost one of 
its most senior members at age ninety-nine with sev-
enty years of membership. Robert H. Caddoo, Jr. had 
recently earned his sixtieth merit mark. He often told 
his family: “I was two years, three months and two 
days old when the USPS was founded at the New 
York Yacht Club in 1914.” 
 

Bob Caddoo was born in Yonkers, NY. When he was 
nine, his mother died and he went to live with his 
grandmother. In high school he worked afternoons as 
an office boy for the pioneering New York City adver-
tising research firm, Daniel Starch and Associates. 
Bob made such a deep impression that Dr. Starch, ad-
vanced him tuition to attend the NYU School of Com-
merce. 
 

After years in advertising research, Bob joined the ad-
vertising firm of Young & Ribicam Brands, remaining 
as Director of Marketing and Research from 1952 un-
til 1973. Among his notable creations, was the slogan 
for Lipton Foods, "Tastes like mother just made it!" 
 

His association with the United States Power Squad-
rons began in 1941 and began taking courses in the 
Great South Bay Power Squadron on Long Island. 
Like many other Power Squadron members, he re-
ceived a commission as a Navy ensign, and spent his 
World War II tour of duty aboard ships patrolling the 
North Atlantic. He then continued Power Squadron 
service. 
 

Following retirement, he moved to Punta Gorda, FL 
and transferred to the Peace River Power Squadron 
where he served many squadron positions. In 1979 he 
achieved the academic status of Senior Navigator. 
That year, he was elected commander. He taught pub-
lic boating courses and the Advanced Piloting Course 
for forty-five years.  During his last decade in Punta 
Gorda, he attended every squadron Executive Com-
mittee meeting and supported new initiatives even 
when “old timers" were critical. He spoke aggres-
sively for progress and championed a change in the 
squadron name to include the word “Sail”. 
 

He was elected as District 22 Education Officer for 
the Florida Gulf Coast in 1983 and was installed as 
District Commander in 1988. His contemporaries 
still tell stories about his great sense of adventure and 
wit.  

They traveled with Bob to all twenty squadrons from 
Flint River, Georgia, over to Tallahassee, and down to 
Marco Island, Florida.  
 

Around 2002, a telling event occurred at a District 
Conference Meeting. Bob was then “only 90 years 
old”. His district committee had studied a topic, which 
in Bob’s temporary absence, did not seem to be well 
received by the membership. When Bob entered the 
room and addressed the membership, he quickly re-
framed the debate and the matter was accepted by 
an overwhelming vote.  
 

Always contributing at the national level, Bob was a 
member of the national committee reviewing the Ad-
vanced Piloting examinations. In time he became one 
of the few to earn the title of “Member Emeritus” as a 
permanent member of the National Governing Board.  
 

Bob had met his, Lucille, while playing trumpet in a 
church orchestra. She remained an accomplished vio-
linist until her death in 2006. They were married in 
1937 and had three children: Caryl, Bob and Pat.  
 

Even after he moved from Punta Gorda to Melbourne, 
Florida in 2005, he called squadron leaders several 
times each year to find out what was going on and to 
offer sound advice. His love of the United States 
Power Squadrons was infectious and will remain with 
all who knew him. ��

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Our program chairman, Lt Sam Taylor arranged an 
interesting speaker for our 13 April squadron meeting 
and printed great programs with her bio.  In Sam’s 
absence, 1/Lt Jim Ferry, P introduced Patricia Kearns, 
President of the Recreational Marine Experts Group 
and a NAMS certified boat surveyor since 1990 until 
recently retiring.  She continues to survey boats for 
referred clients and is specializing in working with 
first time buyers. 
 

Ms. Kerns started off by asking, “What are the two 
happiest days of a boater?”  Of course, the answer was 
- the day you buy a boat and the day you sell the boat!  
D. I. Y. (do it yourself) sellers she referred to as 
“riverboat gambler type” as opposed to using a yacht 
broker.  It’s important to know how to market a boat 
in today’s market – worst in the industry’s history of 
recreational boaters.  Now in this economy, there is a 
flood of boats on the market.  In the 1970’s buying a 
boat was considered “an investment”; now considered 
a financial anchor.  By using a surveyor, it can help a 
seller/buyer to save $1.00 item today, so it won’t turn 
into a $5.00 item tomorrow.  A typical 10-year old 
boat (not custom) is about 50% of what it was 10 
years ago … this is what is facing today’s market.  
Seller should use the surveyor’s report as a disclosure 
statement.  It is usually related to wear and tear.  A 
surveyor must know what was original to determine if 
modifications have been made.  Surveyor should give 
you enough information so you can make the right 
decision (it will be your boat, not surveyor’s).

Buyer can see what they are willing to accept when 
putting a deal together.  Don’t accept a “gentleman’s 
agreement”, get a report in writing; like a lab report,  
it takes time.  An engine survey is extra. Beware of 
words for condition such as, ‘Bristol’, ‘pristine’, ‘a 
ten’, etc. - these words are subjective opinions.  No 
surveyor should do that, read the whole report. In 
conclusion, Pat Kearns remarked, “Older boats are 
like older people … they may look okay, but might 
need internal work!”
