May the Road Rise Up To Meet You!  ��
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EDUCATIONAL  OFFICER

It feels great to be back in Flor-
ida!  I am very encouraged about 
the upcoming Squadron Education 
Program starting the second week 
of November with our first ABC 
Class and Seamanship beginning 
the last week of November.  Our 
courses are designed to proceed as 
follows: ABC, Seamanship, Piloting, Advanced Pilot-
ing, Junior Navigation, Senior Navigation.  Each of the 
offerings build on skills learned from pre-requisite 
courses.   

 

Piloting is the first in a series of navigation 
courses. Piloting teaches methods to determine position 
by dead reckoning and taking fixes on structures noted 
on charts like radio towers or other noted struc-
tures.  Companion of these fixes to the dead reckoning 
position corrects course error caused by wind, current, 
or steering error.   

 

You aren't safe just because you don't leave the Marco 
waters.  Marco has many shallow water areas obstruct-
ing our ability to navigate from Point A to Point 
B.  Planning a course to avoid trouble spots is criti-
cal.  Cruise planning in subsequent courses along with 
navigational methods like GPS and Radar are cov-
ered.  Cruise Planning is also taught as a separate 
course.  We offer seminars also highlighting areas 
taught in the courses.   

 

Coastal navigation education is covered well in piloting 
and advanced piloting.  Advanced courses as needed 
will comprise our education program this year.  Please 
take advantage of these opportunities to upgrade your 
skills. Knowledgeable captains always have more 
fun  at sea.  Safe Boating!  ��

Emergency Position Indication 
Radio Beacon   
 

Shakespeare wrote, “What's in a 
name? That which we call a rose 
by any other name would smell 
as sweet.” We might ask what's 
in an acronym. Emergency Posi-
tion Indication Radio Beacon or 
as they are more commonly 
called EPIRB's are becoming 
more affordable and as a result 
more popular in recent years.  
 

But what are they? And how do 
they apply to the recreational 
boater? While a reliable DSC capable VHF radio 
properly interfaced with your GPS is a good emer-
gency safety feature for the boater who rarely ven-
tures beyond the VHF range of a shore based U.S. 
Coast Guard facility (approximately 20 miles) if you 
spend time offshore beyond the range of the VHF 
radio these units offer peace of mind to the boater 
should an emergency arise. So it is good to have an 
understanding of the capabilities of these units to de-
termine if they should be a part of your on board 
safety equipment. Prior to the development of the 406 
MHz system, the earlier first generation EPIRBs were 
very costly and principally directed to the commer-
cial market. Over the past 10-15 years with improved 
satellite availability and the development of the 406 
MHz satellite system technology, in addition to the 
development of the Personal Locator Beacon (PLB) 
the price of safety in an emergency offshore has im-
proved significantly. EPIRB's are registered to a spe-
cific vessel while PLB's are registered to an individ-
ual and either can be purchased with or without GPS 
enhancement which while adding to the cost of the 
unit can save valuable and potentially lifesaving time 
in an emergency rescue scenario. GPS enhanced de-
vices are recommended strongly by the Coast Guard. 
The EPIBB has a minimum battery life of 48 hours 
compared to a 24 hour life of the PLB battery and the 
former are designed to float, transmit when wet and 
have an integral strobe light which PLB's may or may 
not.

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A Special Report From The Pentagon:   

The following is taken from a report by Joseph Gallo-
way in a McClatchy Newspaper:    Over the last 12 
months 1,042 soldiers, Marines, sailors and Air Force 
personal have given their lives in the terrible duty that is 
war. Thousands more have come home on stretchers 
horribly wounded and facing months or years in mili-
tary hospitals.  
 

Friday at the Pentagon: the following is Lt Col Bate-
man’s account of a little known ceremony that fills the 
halls of the Army corridor of the Pentagon with cheers, 
applause and many tears every Friday.   
 

It is 110 yards from the "E" ring to the "A" ring of the 
Pentagon. This section of the Pentagon is newly reno-
vated: the floors shine, the hallway is broad, and the 
lighting is bright.  At this instant the entire length of the 
corridor is packed with officers, a few sergeants and 
some civilians, all crammed tightly three and four deep 
against the walls. There are thousands here.    
 

This hallway, more than any other, is the Army hallway. 
The G3 offices line one side, G2 the other, G8 is around 
the corner.  All Army. Moderate conversations flow in a 
low buzz.  Friends who may not have seen each other 
for a few weeks or a few years spot each other, cross the 
way and renew.    
 

Everyone shifts to ensure an open path remains down 
the center. The air conditioning system was not de-
signed for this press of bodies in this area.  The tem-
perature is rising already and nobody cares; "1036" 
hours the clapping starts at the "E" Ring. That is the 
outermost of the five rings of the Pentagon and it is 
closest to the entrance to the building. This clapping is 
low, sustained, and hearty. It is applause with a deep 
emotion behind it as it moves forward in a wave down 
the length of the hallway.    
 

A steady rolling wave of sound it is, moving at the pace 
of the soldier in the wheelchair who marks the forward 
edge with his presence. He is the first. He is missing the 
greater part of one leg, and some of his wounds are still 
suppurating. By his age I expect that he is a private or 
perhaps a private first class.

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PROBLEM SOLVED 
 

A few years ago, we were returning from an off 
shore fishing trip, arriving well after dark.  There 
was no moon and little ambient light.  We were able 
to find the dock with difficulty, but finding and se-
curing the bow line was a challenge. Using a spot 
light works, but becomes the job of the helmsman.  
For some, that duty is unsafe and inconvenient.  If 
we could turn on the dock lights, the docking would 
be a breeze.   

 

When we returned to Ohio, I began to check on ga-
rage door openers, thinking I could use the radio 
controllers to switch on the dock lights.  The 
adaptability of this technology did not allow doing 
what was attempted, and could not be reworked to 
do well in a marine environment.     

 

A friend in the electronics business agreed to build a 
unit for me that would be water tight and have a 
range in excess of ½ mile.  Problem solved.  He 
built and I installed the prototype unit and it works 
quite well.  It is simple, operates from a key fob, 
and can be used from inside the house, should a 
look at the boat dock be necessary.  My plan is to 
produce and make these units available to fellow 
boaters.

Captains, Majors, Lt Col and Colonels meet his gaze and 
nod as they applaud soldier to soldier.  Now almost every-
one lining the hallway is like the man in the wheelchair, 
also a combat veteran The soldier’s chair is pushed by a 
full colonel. Behind him, and stretching the length from 
Rings E to A, come more of his peers,  private, corporal, or 
sergeant assisted as needed by a field grade officer.  
 

1100 hours: Twenty-four minutes of steady applause. My 
hands hurt, and I laugh to myself at how stupid that sounds 
in my own head. My hands hurt. Please! Shut up and clap. 
For twenty-four minutes, soldier after soldier has come 
down this hallway; 20, 25, 30 ... Fifty-three legs come with 
them, and perhaps only 52 hands or arms, but down this 
hall came 30 solid hearts. They pass down this corridor of 
officers and applause, and then meet for a private lunch, at 
which they are the guests of honor, hosted by the generals. 
Some are wheeled along. Some insist upon getting out of 
their chairs, to march as best they can with their chin held 
up, down this hallway, through this most unique audience. 
Some are catching handshakes and smiling like a politician 
at a Fourth of July parade. More than a couple of them 
seem amazed and are smiling shyly.    

 

There are families with them as well: the 18-year-old war-
bride pushing her 19-year-old husband's wheelchair and 
not quite understanding why her husband is so affected by 
this, the boy she grew up with, now a man, who had never 
shed a tear is crying; the older immigrant Latino parents 
who have, perhaps more than their wounded mid-20s son, 
an appreciation for the emotion given on their son's behalf. 
No man in that hallway, walking or clapping, is ashamed 
by the silent tears on more than a few cheeks. An Airborne 
Ranger wipes his eyes only to better see. A couple of the 
officers in this crowd have themselves been a part of this 
parade in the past.   

 

These are our men, broken in body they may be, but they 
are our brothers, and we welcome them home. This parade 
has gone on, every single Friday, all year long, for more 
than four years.   ��

In addition the EPIRB may also be activated automati-
cally upon release from their holding bracket (category 
1) although this feature is not universal and some may 
require manual activation (category 2).   Knowing where 
to look is obviously an important consideration when-
ever the Coast Guard launches a Search and Rescue 
(SAR) operation and these devices help to take the 
guesswork out of the equation as well as providing the 
initial signal that a marine distress situation exists. In 
summary EPIRBs are somewhat like life insurance, you 
should not be upset if you have it but have not had a 
chance to use it. It certainly is preferable to not having 
one available when your chance of survival is at stake. 
So if you are heading offshore, as the Capitol One credit 
Card advises, "Don't leave home without 
it".  � �
